This would involve taking notes of your case, finding relevant documents and helping you prepare your case, as well as helping to alleviate your fears and concerns. This could enable you to concentrate on the presentation of your case by having a separate note-taker as well as to ensure you have a more succinct record of proceedings. BPP Tribunal Friends is a voluntary service and completely free of charge.
